
Reader's Journal on Wuthering Heights
The purpose of a "reader's journal" is to help you become a better reader and to sharpen your critical thinking skills.

After you read a couple of chapters of the novel, stop and write your reactions/responses to what you have read. Consider organizing your ideas by first creating a bulleted “list” of the central elements of the chapters. E.g. establishes setting, establishes a character’s personality/flaw, establishes/highlights conflict; focuses on place; highlights foil characters, develops theme, etc. Then write a one paragraph reaction/response to the chapters. Do NOT give a plot summary of the chapters. You should consider writing about your

· reactions to/impressions of characters 
· impressions of the setting...in this novel there are two distinct and very different house and locations--what do you think is the author's purpose in creating these places? How are the characters connected to the places?
· thoughts on plot events. Do you recognize foreshadowing?

· thoughts on the author's use of language, description, imagery   
· Consider listing and responding to pertinent quotes. This will facilitate writing your analytical essay.
Your logs are to be typed and printed out, and will be the basis of the class discussion.

Keep in mind...
· As always quality not quantity is important. 

· A one page log is not enough…a ten page log is WAY too long!!

· One quote from a chapter is not enough…twenty are WAY too many!
The sections of the novel and your logs will be discussed in class on the above dates--do not come to class unprepared.
